PRACTICE POLICIES

To keep the routines looking good and stress free, dancers need to attend their required classes and performances regularly. It is
understood that we will not get a perfect attendance in the summer months due to vacations but ask that dancers try and attend
as many classes as possible. There are no refunds for missed classes but you may make up a class by attending additional ballet
classes.

Besides the scheduled weekly classes we will be having extra practices to prepare for upcoming performances. We usually have
extra practices right before we perform a dance for the first time and before big events like Inaugural Ball and Timberwolves
Game. An extra practice before a performance must be attended or the dancer will not be prepared for the performance and
cannot perform. Mark your calendars for the following extra practice weekends: March 27, April 17 and April 24.

COMPETITION REQUIREMENTS

The best part of the year is when the dance teams get to show off their talents at the annual competitions. This is such a
wonderful experience and great confidence booster for all dancers. The competition is all about making everyone feel a winner
and a lesson in teamwork! Dance teams compete at 1-2 a year. Spotlight Competition is tentatively scheduled for May 1-2,
2010 at Mandan High. Fees for competition average $30 per routine. Competition must be attended by all team members.

EXTRAVAGANZA PERFORMANCE

Every vear we put on a dance team showcase for parents and public at Mandan High School. Dance teams perform their dances
and soloists and duets get the opportunity to perform. This is a final practice and a family pep rally before competition.
Extravaganza is tentatively scheduled for March 27 (rehearsal) and March 28 (evening performance) and is a mandatory
performance. Instead of the hassle of purchasing admission tickets, each family pays a $10 fee for an all-family pass.



PERFORMANCES

Teams perform at many different events through out the year, traveling 1-2 times a year. The performances look the best when
all dancers are in attendance. When dancers are absent, teachers must take extra time to redo formations and music counts
which can be stressful on the other dancers. Dancers should attend performances regularly.

Dancers should always arrive a %2 hour before the performance unless it states differently in your yearly performance schedule.

Each family will get an information sheet explaining how to wear your costumes, hair and makeup. The goal is to look exactly

the same as your fellow teammates.

ANNUAL REGISTRATION FEE-$25

A one-time yearly registration fee of $25 is due upon accepting your position on the team. No other registration fees are due for
the year!
COSTUMES

Costumes range in price from $80-130. To help with the cost of costumes. we spread the payments out throughout the year. A
payment schedule will be handed out at the beginning of the season.

AUDITION PROCESS
Auditions will be held at the Let’s Dance Studio on Saturday. May 9" Dazzlers (5-up) & Dance-sationals (6-up) 1:00 pm;
Dance Connection & Pre-Company (8-up) 2:00 pm; and Junior and Senior (10-up) 3:00 pm. An early audition for dancers
who will not be able to make May 9th is scheduled for Thur, May 7 at 3:45 PM. Dancers will learn a dance combination to
music and then will perform this combination in groups of four or five as they are video taped. Young teams will have a helper
perform with them.
